I have been a governor at Bishop Sutton and Stanton Drew Schools for the past three and a half years and I am a parent of three children at Bishop Sutton Primary School. My role as a governor involves being on the full governing body which meet once per term and on the education committee which also meet once per term. As a governor we are linked to a subject, my linked subject is science. Being a link governor means I go into both schools and sit in on the science lessons in each year and then write a report for the rest of the governors at the full governors’ meeting.

I am also the S.E.N governor. I meet at regular intervals with the SEN coordinators and then report back to the rest of the governing body in order to keep them up to date with how we identify children with SEN and provide for them so that they can participate fully in the curriculum of the school.
