        CONSTITUTION

1. The name of the association shall be Friends of Stanton Drew Primary School.
2. The object of the association is to advance the education of pupils in the school. In the furtherance of this object the association may;

· Organise activities and help raise funds to be used for the direct benefit of the School and advance the education of the pupils attending it.

· Develop more extended relationships between the staff, parents, and others associated with the school.

· Provide and assist in the provision of such facilities or items for education at the school (not normally provided by statutory funds), as the committee in consultation with the staff and governing body, shall from time to time determine.

3. The association shall be non-party political and non-sectarian.

4. The association shall take out public liability and personal accident insurance to cover its meetings, activities, officers and committee.

5. Membership shall consist of all parents and/or guardians of pupils attending the school and all teachers.

6. The management of the association shall be vested in a committee consisting of at least the following named officers: chair and treasurer, together with a minimum of four others. It is also usual to have a named secretary if possible.
7. The officers and committee shall be elected at the annual general meeting and shall serve until the commencement of the next annual general meeting.

8. A quorum at a committee meeting is 50 per cent, rounded up to the nearest whole number, of the total current membership of the committee. A quorum is required for significant decisions (e.g. for financial or policy affecting matters).
9. Committee meetings shall be held at least once each term.

10. The annual general meeting will be held during the month of October.

11. The committee may fill casual vacancies by co-option until the next annual general meeting up to a maximum of 50% of the elected committee. Officer vacancies arising between Annual General Meetings may be filled by the committee, following notification to the Association.
12. The treasurer shall be responsible for keeping account of all income and expenditure and shall present a financial report to all committee meetings, and shall present the accounts independently audited for approval by the members at the annual general meeting.

13. Accounts shall be operated in the name of the association at a bank or building society and withdrawals shall be made on the signature of any two of the officers of the association, neither being the Treasurer.

14. The financial year shall commence on the day following the annual general meeting.

15. Any matter not provided for in the constitution and concerning the organisation and activities of the association shall be dealt with by the committee whose decision shall be final.

16. No alteration to the constitution may be made except at the annual general meeting or a special general meeting called for this purpose. 
17. The association may be dissolved by a resolution presented at a special general meeting called for this purpose. The resolution must have the assent of two thirds of those present and voting. The resolution may give instructions for the disposal of any assets remaining after satisfying any outstanding debts and liabilities. Such resolution may give instructions for the disposal of any assets remaining after satisfying any outstanding debts and liabilities. These assets will be given to the school for the benefit of all the children. If effect cannot be given to the provision then the assets can be given to some other charitable purpose.
