


Minutes of a meeting of the Stanton Drew Primary School Friends Association
Held at Stanton Drew Primary School on Thursday 7th July 2011 at 7.30pm

PRESENT:	Jim Bishop (Chair), Liina Haythornthwaite (Treasurer), Lynda Bills (Headteacher), Josie Carpenter (School Manager)
APOLOGIES:	Apologies were received from Kate Williams and Mandy Stenner
1. 	Minutes of previous meeting were approved – proposed by Jim Bishop, seconded by Liina Haythornthwaite.
2. 	Matters arising from minutes: 
Purchase of shed: 
Can be sited on school premises so it was agreed the Friends Association would pay for this item. Mr Allen will deliver before the end of term.
Purchase of alcohol – Summer Barbecue:
Following a discussion at the EGM, Jim Bishop reported he had investigated the licencing procedure.  To obtain a temporary events licence 12 days’ notice is required, therefore it will not be possible to sell alcohol at the event as it is scheduled for 15th July. No budget needed for the purchase of alcohol. 
For future reference the committee needs to consider licence applications when planning events.  Premises are only granted 12 licences per year therefore it will be necessary to liaise with other committees (hall committee, cricket club) regarding applications.
Summer Fayre:
Profit in the region of £537, expenses included many items to be used at Christmas Fayre. An amount also claimed for paper and ink.
Bank Balances:
Funds currently stand at £2,400 (plus summer fayre) current account and £2,068 deposit account.
3.	Constitution & Bank mandate:
It was proposed by Jim Bishop and seconded by Lynda Bills that the revised constitution should be adopted, until the next AGM, with the proviso that Liina Haythornthwaite should be on bank mandate as a signatory along with Jim Bishop and Lynda Bills. Any two of three signatories required to sign cheques.  Mandate completed at meeting.
4.	School Wish List:
The new website is now ‘up and running’ already paid for by Friends Association.  Digital cameras can be purchased by school to a limit of £150. School may purchase reading books to a maximum of £200. A whole school visit to Westonbirt Arboretum in the autumn term was approved. Jim Bishop will purchase a hose-pipe reel. Committee will consider developing outside are, relocation of train and raised flower beds when quotation received. Lynda Bills explained an outside area for Reception is something Ofsted will be looking for when we are next inspected.
5. 	Future Events:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Summer Barbecue: Unable to run a bar at this event because of licencing laws, those attending will need to bring their own if required. Members present were not familiar with the format of this event, Liina Haythornthwaite to speak to Mandy Stenner for information on previous barbecue. As this is scheduled for 15th July she will also speak to parents to get an idea of attendance and report back to Jim Bishop.  Jim Bishop will make a decision on Tuesday as to whether or not it is viable to go ahead.  He will issue a note to parents.
Christmas Fayre: Hall booked 3rd December. Phoenix Cards and Jewellery stall booked by Charlotte Doughty before her resignation.  Liina Haythornthwaite will contact Marie Stevens regarding Christmas Trees and Kate Smith for Crafts. Further discussions at next meeting.
Next year will be the Queen’s Diamond Jubilee and there are preparations underway for village celebrations which the school have been invited to join in with. Jim Bishop will speak to Anne Roscoe; we are also liaising with Cathy Swift. 
It was agreed to keep, as standard, the Easter and Christmas Fayre but those present felt the Summer Fayre was too close to Easter and an alternative summer event would be better. We will pursue working with the Hall committee at the annual Flower Show.
Leavers Event: Transport to arrive at school at 3.10. Julianne Jones and Sue Cutter will accompany children. Venue booked 4.30 – 5.30 followed by 40 minute barbecue. Parents have been asked to collect from venue.
There was concern over the cost of this event.  Under the terms of the Constitution:  the committee ‘Organise activities and help raise funds to be used for the direct benefit of the School and advance the education of the pupils attending it’.  It was felt this was outside the remit of the constitution. Members were not against organising an event in the future but would have to carefully consider the cost.
