What are Attainment Levels?

Attainment Levels summarise the levels reached by a child in terms of the national curriculum. These levels link to descriptions of what a child is able to do in a particular subject. Your child's teachers will assess the level your child is working at in each subject on a regular basis. At the end of each Key Stage (year 2 and year 6), children are assessed formally in English and maths using teacher assessments and Standard Assessment Tests (SATs). 

Attainment Levels for all subjects range between 1 and 5 in primary schools, with 1 being the lowest. The levels are also subdivided, so sometimes you may hear teachers talk about Level 5c, 2b or 4a. In this case, 'c' means the lowest attainment at any one level, 'b' the middle and 'a' the top. So a child working at Level 2b is in the middle of that level, just above Level 2c, but working towards Level 2a.

This may seem confusing, but subdividing levels helps teachers to monitor how children are progressing from term to term. For example, a child who moves from Level 3c to 3a over a year is clearly making good progress, even though s/he has stayed at the same level. One who moves from Level 3a to 4c will not have progressed quite as much, despite moving from one level to the next. 

What level should my child be working at?

At the end of each Key Stage, children are expected to reach certain levels of knowledge, skills and understanding in each subject. The expected Attainment Level for children at the end of each year is as follows:

Please note the notation a, b or c has been used to indicate:

  a = high level including some elements of the next level

  b = secure level

  c = low level with some elements of previous level

W means that a child is still working towards level 1

NB 

· The under-attaining group may include pupils with English as an additional language or pupils with special educational needs who will need extra support which may include an individual education plan (IEP);
· The potentially under attaining group are those pupils who will need additional provision, including booster or catch up programmes in order to reach age-related expectations.

If children are working a long way above or below the expected level, the school will provide extra support. Your child's teachers will be able to tell you how your child is progressing and will be able to offer advice about any concerns. 

In addition, your child’s teacher will also talk to you at parent consultations about their literacy and numeracy targets i.e. their next steps to progress towards the next level. This might include using a greater variety of punctuation or learning their nine times table, for example.
